results are a bit slim to draw conclusions.
Cumulatively over the last two years
(AY2021-23), N=12: mean =148.8, which
is precisely the nationwide mean. Using
the cumulative AY2021-23 results, mean
scores for BBA/BUA exceeded nationwide
mean for only 2 assessment indicators
(Economics and Management).

Actions

Additions of FIN 4311 International Trade &
Finance and BUA 2320 Introduction to Data
Analytics (both effective Fall 2022) may help
support the QBA and International Issues
areas.
