Internship Information
Belton Church of Christ is suburban church located in north Belton that averages 450 in our Sunday morning assembly. There are four full-time ministers and two support staff. There are 4 elders and many deacons and ministry leaders. There are 65+ members of Belton Kids in Birth through 5th grade. 
Employment Length & Compensation

This summer internship will be 10 weeks. Dates will be negotiable with the intern based on their school schedule. Intern(s) will be expected to maintain approx. 40 hours/week of ministry related activities (includes time in the office, on trips, time spent with families, etc.). Sunday morning class and Wednesday night class will be counted towards the workweek. Pay is $325 a week paid on the 1st and 15th of each month. Housing is provided. 
Purpose
The purpose of the Belton Kids summer internship is to provide students the opportunity to experience full-time ministry in the context of a church while encouraging the children and their families through their example, passion, and talent as a faithful servant of Christ. The Belton Kids intern must be: A faithful servant of God, walking with Him to the best of their abilities; Ready and willing to learn; Have a passion to teach children the Word of God; Make a commitment of all their being into the ministry. 

Primary Duties
· Get to know kids and families in the Belton Kids Ministry.
· Assist the minister in all administration and leadership of summer ministry including regular classes, camp, and any special events.
· Teach Sunday AM elementary students, as necessary.
· Teach Kids PRAISE! (children’s worship) once a month or as necessary.
· Serve in the nursery at least once during the internship.
· Attend Staff & Elders meetings as invited.
· Help plan and facilitate Fun Days and Elementary Wed. Night class.
· Be available to lead ministry, as well as, to serve in lesser roles that make ministry to children happen.

· Complete the guidelines set by the university to obtain college credit (if applicable).
· Spend personal time with God every day. Meet weekly with the Children’s Minister for prayer, reflection, and discussion.

Evaluation
Periodic (at least 2) evaluations of the intern will be conducted during the summer to promote open communication and understanding of expectations. The intern will have an opportunity at the end of the summer to complete an evaluation of the Children’s Minister and the internship experience.
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
